


Continuing its success from 2007, CPA’s towage company, Kompania di Tou Kòrsou (KTK), will target more 

international jobs to further extend its growth path. In 2007, KTK’s overall growth set a new record at 15% as 

compared to the year before. To sustain this growth rate, KTK will expand its fleet with two more tugboats and hire 

and train more people to guarantee the level of professionalism that has earned KTK a spot on the international 

towage market. 

During a recent ‘Valued Customer Party’ that was held at Hook’s Hut, KTK’s General Manager, Marcelino 

‘Chonky’ de Lannoy, presented its plans for the future to local associates and the press, saying that,  “ [  ] Demand 

for our services is growing, but we are often forced to decline jobs because of fleet constraints. In 2007 alone, we 

let approximately US$36 million in job offerings pass us by without being able to pursue them.” The addition of 

the new MERO and the ocean-going tug that is currently in the pipeline, is part of KTK’s plan to acquire more 

international jobs. 

De Lannoy also expects some 30 extra employees to join KTK’s international crews and supporting services, “We 

have already started the selection, training and upgrading of additional personnel. All the requirements for the 

MERO are already provided for, and we will continue our efforts in 2009 to add enough skilled professionals to 

our team by the following year when our ocean-going tug arrives. Technical assistance is also a key ingredient for 

successful growth. This has proven to be our secret to success, because our clients choose us over the competition 

for our high-quality service, combined with attractive pricing.” Pricing is certainly an issue when it comes to tow-

age. With oil prices growing steadily and fuel being the major portion of the costs involved with towage, almost 

all transportation sector companies have steadily increased their prices over the past two years. De Lannoy noted, 

“In the past 4 years KTK’s local towage prices have remained unchanged despite the steep increases in bunkering 

costs. As of September 1st, 2008 we have made our first small adjustment of 21% to our local prices. Compared 

to other competitors we still offer one of the most attractive pricing structures in the region.“
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
